Attached are comments to the subject Federal Register Notice.  Periodic evaluation of the rules concerning security at nuclear power reactors is necessary to assure optimum protection of the public health and safety.  Fact based, risk informed regulation in this area is welcome.

The Quality of NRC rules is dependent on the information provided to the Staff and to the Commission.  During the period since 10CFR73.55 was first published, the NRC rules supporting 10CFR73.55 have changed.  Additionally, the Staff has developed significant amounts of important information from inspections, from licensees, and from other Government agencies.  The opportunity to apply this information in a logical, straightforward, public manner should improve the rules and the protection of the public health and safety.  Other aspects of the review should lead to elimination of conflicting issues, improved inspection guidance and better understanding of the requirements by the industry and the public.
