Duratek Comments

Pertaining to the Proposed Revision 2 of Regulatory Guide 7.9: 

Draft Regulatory Guide DG-7003 – STANDARD FORMAT AND CONTENT OF PART 71 APPLICATIONS FOR APPROVAL OF PACKAGING FOR RADIOACTIVE MATERIAL
1. General comment: This proposed revision to the Regulatory Guide has removed a significant amount of application content information that was included in the 1986 version of this document, leaving essentially application format information.  It appears that the information that has been removed in this proposed revision (detailed application content by section) is now covered in NUREG-1609, “Standard Review Plan for Transportation Packages for Radioactive Material”.  Duratek suggests that Regulatory Guide 7.9 reference NUREG-1609 and state the basis for the complimentary documents, consistent with the notations provided in NUREG-1609.

2. Page 3, B. STANDARD FORMAT, Style and Composition:  

Last paragraph reads – “Pages should be numbered by section and sequentially within each section.”

Comment: Is there a preferred or recommended method for numbering appendices to sections?  

3. Page 10, 2.4.2 Tie-Down Devices:  

5th line reads – “…of the imposed forces of vital package components, …”

Comment:  Should this read “…of the imposed forces on vital package components, …”?

4. Page 20, 4.3 CONTAINMENT UNDER NORMAL CONDITIONS OF TRANSPORT (TYPE B PACKAGES):  

2nd paragraph reads “Demonstrate that the package meets the containment requirements of 10 CFR 71.51(a)(l) under normal …”

Comment:  Font does not appear to be correct.  Should this read “Demonstrate that the package meets the containment requirements of 10 CFR 71.51(a)(1) under normal …”?

5. Page 23, 5.3.1 Configuration of Source and Shielding:  

3rd paragraph reads “…including all locations prescribed in 10 CFR 71.47(a) or 71.47(b) and 10 CFR 71.5l(a)(2).”

Comment:  Font does not appear to be correct.  Should this read “…including all locations prescribed in 10 CFR 71.47(a) or 71.47(b) and 10 CFR 71.51(a)(2).”?
